Failure to meet 25% quorum by proxy and attendance requires additional meetings to be held until quo-

rum is met.  Holding additional meetings wastes the valuable time of fellow neighbors who are able to 

attend and becomes an unplanned expense our HOA dues end up paying.

Protect Our Oaks  
There is a reason our subdivision is called Lakeline Oaks.  Living here, we have the pleasure to enjoy 

the beautiful native oaks the homebuilders preserved while building our neighborhood.  Some of these 

oaks, which are mostly live oaks, are possibly a hundred years old or older.  As such, we, as homeown-

ers, need to keep these healthy so that we can continue to enjoy these magnificent trees forever.  One 

such way is protecting them from oak wilt. 

Oak wilt, one of the most destructive tree diseases in North America, has destroyed over a million trees 

in Central Texas.  It cannot be eradicated, but there are ways to slow its spread and protect individual 

trees.   

Oak wilt is caused by a fungus called Ceratocystis fagacearum that blocks the treeôs water conducting 

system, causing the tree to die quickly.  The disease spreads in two ways: from root to root, and through 

sap-feeding nitudulid beetlesðbeetles which are most active in the springtime.  Infection among Texas 

live oaks spreads at an average of 75 feet per year.   

Once an oak is infected, it is usually doomed, but some trees can be saved with fungicidal treatments 

that must be repeated every few days.   Deep trenches are sometimes used to isolate the roots of in-

fected trees and prevent the disease from spreading to neighboring trees . 
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Red oaks with the disease generally cannot be saved and should be burned or buried quickly to stop insects from spreading the fungus.  Oak 

wilt affects several types of oaks, including live oaks, Spanish oaks, Shumard oaks, blackjack oaks and other members of the red oak family.  

Members of the white oak family can get the disease, but are not as susceptible as live oaks or red oaks.  Central Texas has the highest con-

centration of oak wilt casualties, according to the Texas Forest Service. 

Live oaks are troublesome because they tend to grow close to one another in motts, which increases the risk of root-to-root oak wilt infection.  

The most effective way to stop the disease from spreading is by not pruning oaks trees in the spring, said Williamson County Master Gardner 

Wayne Rhode.  ñDonôt do any pruning from February through June,ò he said.  ñIf you have to cut an oak tree, put some paint on it immedi-

ately.ò  Most water-based latex paint will work fine, he said.  How do you know if your tree has oak wilt or some other illness?  There are a 

few tell-tale signs, said Rhode.  ñIf itôs a red oak, the main symptom is the tree dies quickly, within three to five weeks.  With a live oak, 

youôll see a yellow tinge along the veins of the leaves.ò  For more information about oak wilt disease, visit www.texasoakwilt.org.  There are 

precautions people can take to limit the spread of oak wilt.  These include: 

¶ Avoid pruning in the spring.  The riskiest time to prune oaks trees is between Feb. 15 and June 15. 

¶ Protect oak wounds immediately by applying pruning sealer or a thin layer of paint to all cuts.  Pruning sealers can be pur-

chased from home improvement stores, nurseries, garden centers and arborist suppliers.  If pruning is done by an arborist, choose a 

reputable and knowledgeable company. 

¶ Sterilize and sanitize equipment used to cut and prune oaks.  The sap can attract beetles, and the fungus can be spread to other 

trees. 

¶ Donôt transport or purchase unseasoned firewood.  It is a common misconception that oak wilt spreads through the smoke of 

burning infected trees.  The problem with firewood is that storing and transporting infected wood can spread the disease. 

¶ Quickly remove and either burn or bury any red oaks that are dying from oak wilt or that recently died from the disease.

Crimestoppers Crime ALERT  

A homeowner was kind enough to report an incident to the newsletter committee concerning packages delivered to the doorsteps of homes.  

The homeowner, who had ordered a laptop, found a delivery notice on the front door but no package.  It was apparent that someone had stolen 

the parcel.   In addition, KXAN aired a story in mid-March concerning a string of daytime burglaries that have been going on since January in 

Cedar Park and surrounding areas. Although the Cedar Park Police have been working with neighborhood groups, they need more help from 

the public.  Police said the burglaries have occurred in residential neighborhoods and several apartment complexes between the hours of 9 

a.m. and 4 p.m. by kicking in the front door or entering through a broken window.  Police think the suspects are most likely watching the resi-

dents leaving their homes and also closely watching the neighborhoods where they strike. On several occasions, the burglaries occurred 

within the first 30 minutes to an hour after the resident left their home. They also think the burglars may be knocking on doors to check the 

residences and have a cover story prepared if they come in contact with a resident who is at home. (http://www.kxan.com/dpp/news/crime/

burglaries-spook-cedar-park-residents).
